Our knot of the month, the square knot, is a very practical knot
despite being one of the most misapplied knots around. The
misapplication can be attributed to its use as a joining knot.
The square knot, also known as a reef knot, has a particular
tendency to come apart when jerked or stressed. Most of us use
a slipped version to tie our shoes. Related knots are the granny
knot and the thief knot.
